Distinguished members of ASRM include obstetricians and gynecologists, 

urologists, reproductive endocrinologists, embryologists, mental health 

professionals and others.  

 

Arkansas already has some of the most restrictive abortion bills in the nation. By 

threatening the licensing of clinics and hospitals, SB 138 could push reproductive 

health providers and physicians from practicing in the state and deprive Arkansas 

families of much-needed quality healthcare.  

 

Passing SB 138 would only make access to critical reproductive care more 

difficult and, indeed, dangerous. For these and other reasons, I strongly urge you 

to oppose its passage.
