HB 1649 would provide important access to fertility
preservation services to many of the citizens of Texas who might
need them. With certain exceptions, the bill would mandate that
employers who provide health insurance would also include
coverage for fertility preservation for those patients facing
medical conditions or treatment which will endanger their fertility. Cancer- and consequent infertility-
cuts across socioeconomic levels, racial identities, ethnic backgrounds, sexual orientations, gender
identities, and religious affiliations. As such, fertility preservation and related services should be covered
by health insurance so that Texans can access the care they need should they choose to build their families
post-cancer treatment. Just as breast reconstruction and wigs are often required for cancer patients to fully

recover, so should fertility preservation be available to these patients.
